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· Notebooks will be checked twice per quarter. These will be announced at least three days in advance.
· If you earn at least an 80% on your first check, then you don’t need to turn it in on the second check. You are still expected to keep a notebook, however. 
· The average grade of your two notebook checks will count as a single quiz grade. For example, if you earned an 80% on the first check and a 90% on the second check, then you will have earned an 85 for your notebook that quarter. On your grade report, you will see a 85% test grade titled “Notebook”. 
How to Earn an A+ on Your Notebook:

1. Put papers in your notebook (in the brads, not the pockets) immediately after they are passed back. Remember to write the page number in the lower right-hand corner of the paper.

2. Update your table of contents as new items are added. (see class website!)
3. Keep all unnecessary papers out of your notebook. This folder should be for geography papers only.
4. If you need time to get your notebook organized, arrange to stay before or after class. Do not wait until your notebook check to do this!
5. Notebook pages 1-5 are on the classroom website. If you lost any of these, you may visit the website and print them off.
